The
group was renamed Gladys Knight & The Pips, and following George’s departure in 1962, the classic line-
up was in place. As Gladys Knight and the Pips, they recorded “Midnight Train to Georgia” a signature hit
for the group. Knight left the Pips behind in 1989, and continued to perform and record as a solo artist.
